I am writing to you because you are a leader in the community and I seek your advice.  Dear friends of mine have an opportunity to save the lives of two of their three sons, but unfortunately this opportunity comes with a problem that we need immediate assistance to solve.  I believe that you have the knowledge and relationships that can help save their sons’ lives.





Nathan Milto, who is 6 years old, and P.J. Milto, who is 3 years old, have been diagnosed with a rare degenerative neurological disorder called Batten Disease that is currently always fatal.  This disease takes no mercy on its young victims.  Children typically have seizures, loss of motor control, as well as the ability to think and reason coherently and end up bedridden requiring a feeding tube for nourishment with the average life expectancy of ten years of age.  





The tremendous opportunity that we have is to develop a cure to this devastating disease.  After countless hours of research that the Nathan’s Battle foundation has spearheaded, a cure exists and a formal project is in place with Cornell University’s Institute of Genetic Medicine to initiate a clinical trial.  This project began on October 1 2000 and the third stage of this project started on March 15, 2001.  This cure will not only help Nathan and P.J. but potentially 50,000 other children afflicted with over 40 other related diseases.  The progress has been so remarkable that the national news program, 48 Hours, will be airing a story in May 2001 about the tremendous progress and promise they have achieved.





The problem that I need your advice in solving is how to obtain the necessary funding to support the development of this life saving therapy.  I need your assistance to get in touch with other community leaders who can jointly or independently assist us in obtaining the necessary funding to continue to advance our project.  Cornell estimates $2 million is needed to fund the clinical trial and we have raised just over $300,000.  Cornell is allowing us to pay them $100,000 per month because of the tremendous promise the project has, but we only have a few months to raise additional funding.  





On March 23, Phil Milto, Nathan and P.J. father met with the Cornell project team to develop a detailed work plan consisting of the milestones and timeframes for this project.  Timeframes can be shortened greatly the sooner we can obtain full funding.  I am interested in obtaining your suggestions on how to get in touch with other leaders to help us move forward with development of this cure.
